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Overview

Use this handout to document your project’s design process. To review the design process in detail, see Chapter 8: Object Composition, section “About Composition” (pages 239 – 253) in the Exploring Illustrator CS2 textbook. This handout is to be used for Step 2 of the Key Graded Assignment #2: Package Conceptualization and Design.

Procedure

In general, several steps can be taken to help organize and produce a design composition or layout:

· Start with an Idea

· Make a Mock-up

· Gather Content

· Assemble Content

· Fine Tune

	Start with an Idea

	In 3 to 4 sentences describe how you came up with the initial idea(s) and conceptualization for your project.  What observations were made? What research did you conduct?

	Make a Mock-Up

	A mock-up is a first drawing of your envisioned project. Create a mock-up—sketch it out on a piece of paper and scan into digital format or draw it using a graphics program. Save the visual as a JPEG image and insert it into this Design/Layout Process Handout, or attach separately.

In 3 to 4 sentences describe the elements of your mock-up: package type, size, color, visuals to be created, typographic design, general look and feel, and intended audience for your design. How will you incorporate comments/suggestions made by students in the peer critique of your mock-up design?

	Gather Content

	In 3 to 4 sentences describe your process for gathering content for your design. Was your package size and shape derived from an existing product? What artwork and photos might you had used to help you conceptualize the vector illustrations? Where did you find your fonts? How was copyright considered in your content gathering?

	Assemble Content

	In 3 to 4 sentences describe the process you undertook in preparing your Illustrator document for the design creation and the steps by which you took in assembling and/or producing the final design.  What organizational tools were used: grids, guides, rulers, alignment options, layers, etc.? How did you go about constructing the piece? What was successful about the process? Where did you run into difficulties, and what workarounds were used?

	Fine Tune

	By this time you have probably gone through several revisions of your design and have decided on the final work you would like to turn in. Describe in 3 to 4 sentences what last minute adjustments were made to improve the overall presentation of the design. Were items aligned properly? Were all layers organized and labeled?  Is the document set in the correct color mode? What steps did you take to prepare the design for print and web publication?
