Course Description

This course introduces students to the growing field of online media.  Topics include web site development using web authoring software, basic HTML coding, design theory, layout, and review of current Internet sites.  Upon completion of this course, students should be able to create web sites using appropriate software and effectively utilize principles of digital Internet graphic design.

Course Outcomes

1. Identify the essential components of Web sites and be able to explain individual functions.

2. Examine the theory and professional best practices of Web page design, including visual organization, usability, and accessibility.

1. Demonstrate the ability to use basic hand coding skills to edit hypertext markup language (HTML) and extensible hypertext markup language (XHTML).

2. Develop multi-page Web sites using industry-relevant Web authoring tools.
3. Demonstrate the ability to use the principles of digital Internet graphic design to create multi-page Web sites that communicate effectively and with creativity.
