· A four-page site using valid HTML and CSS markup, including documentation of the process and a summary of any problems you encountered.

· A revised version of the site adding fully-commented JavaScript features (such as image rollovers, live date/time, tool tips, etc.). An accompanying document describing where the features are located in the site and how they should be used should also be submitted.
