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Project #1: Four-Page Web Site Project


The goal of the project is to create a four page personal/portfolio Web site demonstrating your knowledge of design, layout, typography, information architecture, writing for the Web, XHTML, Dreamweaver, CSS and FTP protocols. The site is worth 10% toward your final grade. Please complete the steps by the dates on the class schedule and turn in each outcome to the instructor for feedback and grading.
Step 1 – Site Concept and Content
· Determine the purpose and audience for the site. Will the site be a personal site for friends/family or a portfolio/resume site for potential employers? 

· Write the text for each of the five pages and turn in as a Word doc. Also add the images you will use for each of the pages on the site. Write the text as it will appear on the pages, rather than a description of the content.

· Home – This page is an introduction to your site. The home page (index.html) tells the viewer what to expect on the site. Place content about the site and yourself (including images) that will generate interest.

· About/Resume – Contains information about your background or a link to a resume and PDF/XHTML page with resume information.

· Interests/Portfolio – This page describes your interests, hobbies, and gives information about you. If a professional site, it displays projects and examples of your work with descriptions of software used and problems solved for clients (if available). 
· Contact – On this page, place a contact form and/or email address, along with links to sites like LinkedIn and Facebook, depending upon the site’s purpose and audience. 
· Create a flow chart/site map for the site showing the four pages and how they will be linked to one another. 
· Create a design mock-up of your four-page Web site. Show to the instructor and class for feedback. Make modifications and create the final design.
Step 2 - Create the Site

· Create the home page for the site using Dreamweaver. 

· Create the navigation links and make them active.

· Create the remaining three pages for the site and add the content, including text and images. 

· Review and test your site using the Web site project guidelines.
Step 3: Put the Site Live
· Set up a free Web hosting service or your CSU FTP account. 

· Establish your FTP preferences. 

· Upload your site. 

· Share your site with the instructor and the class.
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
